Tests (Summative)
There will be a test following each unit. Each test may include material from previous tests. Students will know what previous material will be on the test before the test day.  It is expected that a test will be completed in one class period.  At the end of each quarter, a cumulative test will be given.  The cumulative test counts as a graded assignment and can be used to replace the lowest test score of the quarter.  If a student is absent on a test day, they will take the test the day that they return.
Study Plan (Summative)

MathXLforSchool.com is an online resource for mathematical standards.  The Study Plan within MathXL lists the objectives of Algebra 2 and the Common Core Standards.  To show mastery of an objective, students will complete assignments and mastery quizzes using MathXLforSchool.com.  Each quarter students will receive a grade based on the number of mastery points earned by the student.  Study Plan mastery points are due on the last day of the quarter.  
Quizzes (Formative)
Quizzes are both announced and unannounced. They will not contain material from previous sections. They will cover concepts, formulas, definitions, and computation. Unannounced quizzes can occur at any time and consist of any topic discussed or assigned in the chapter currently being covered. Quizzes cannot be made up.  Students will not be penalized if they are not present to take a quiz. 

Homework Assignments (Formative)
Homework is assigned after each section. You can expect to have homework every night.  All homework is to be done on college rule or graph paper using pencil unless otherwise instructed by the teacher.  The teacher will provide a format that students are to follow when completing and turning in homework.  Homework will be graded for both effort and accuracy.  In order to receive full credit, work and answer must be neatly shown.  Homework must be completed by the beginning of the bell.  LATE HOMEWORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
MathXL Assignments (Formative)

Each unit, an assignment will be given from MathXLforSchool.com.  This assignment will review the material of the current unit.  These assignments will be due at 7 AM on the day of the test.  Late assignments will not be accepted.  
Absence 

If you have been absent, it is your responsibility to check with me to obtain missed notes and assignments as well as set make-up dates for tests/quizzes. Class notes will often be available on my website. If the student has been absent, he/she will have the number of days absent to make up the missing work.  If you are absent on a test/quiz review day, you are expected to take the test/quiz on the same day as everyone else.
